Formalisation of trustees for Onley Village Hall. 

A public meeting was held on THURSDAY 16th JULY 2009  at….…7.30…pm in Onley Village Hall under the Chairmanship of Mrs Catherine Lomax. 
PRESENT: Chair-Catherine Lomax, Clerk-Catherine Camp, Frank Brannigan, Dennis Cooper, Debbie Gibbard – Clerk Onley Village Hall, Amanda Weir – Chairman Onley Village Hall, Chris Curtis – Treasurer Onley Village Hall, Dawn Cotton, Stephen Cotton, Korin Cotton, Adrian Cooper – Chairman OPRA.

Mrs Lomax opened the meeting and welcomed everyone.
BACKGROUND When Ryehill was being built, the Social Club was offered to the parish for use as a Village Hall. This was a large and old building which was likely to become a liability for the community. Instead a new building was constructed and handed over to the Parish Council.

The open spaces were then transferred. The terms and conditions of the handover stated that the transfer should take place when the first inmates arrived at Ryehill. These conditions were broken and the transfer was delayed for a further 3 years. 

The Parish Council raised the possibility of the land being transferred with the Hall in trust, but the solicitors advised against this as it would have caused further delays. This meant that the Parish Council took ownership of both the land and the Village Hall building.

Explanation of the current position, and why it is felt sensible to establish the Parish Council as custodian trustee.
Barby and Onley Village Halls are currently on a different status. Both are run by a committee but at the moment the Parish Council owns Onley Village Hall which means that the Onley residents do not have ultimate control over it.

It is proposed that Onley Village Hall should be given charitable status to protect it for community use.

The advantages of becoming a charity are that both village halls will have the same status and will be treated equally by the Parish Council

The Village Hall will be able to access grant funding from other funding bodies apart from Parish Council.

A properly constituted Village Hall Committee can be established.

It was resolved to confirm the wish of the public meeting to establish Onley Park Village Hall on the same legal status as Barby Village Hall. This was proposed by Frank Brannigan, seconded by Dawn Cotton and unanimously agreed.

It was resolved to establish a Charitable trust whose name is Onley Park Village Hall for the benefit and use of the inhabitants of Onley Park (and Onley) with the object of improving the conditions of life for the said inhabitants. (For these purposes the objects of the charity shall be in accordance with the objects set out in Clause 3 of Model Deed for Village Halls (A) as approved by the Charity commission). This was proposed by Adrian Cooper, seconded by D Cotton and agreed.

It was proposed by F Brannigan, seconded by Amanda Weir and the meeting resolved to appoint 3 holding trustees to receive the Village Hall in trust and following proper registration of the charity the holding trustees as named below, will vest the property in Barby & Onley Parish Council as custodian trustee.

Mrs Lomax thanked those present, and the Clerk will now proceed with the necessary paperwork to formalise custodian trusteeship for Onley Village Hall.
