3. Declarations of Interest – None.
4. Minutes of 11th July  2011 were agreed as a correct record and signed. 
5. Matters Arising from Minutes 
a) P Wright said he would like to stand down as Chair and plans to leave the charity in 2015 but is pleased to have been reappointed as a trustee and will continue as chair at present.

b) A Seager has resigned as a trustee.  The vacancy has been advertised but no one has shown any interest. 
It was agreed to approach a young mum with children at Barby School. Elaine Mold, and Emily Archer were suggested as possibilities. C Camp to speak to them.  C Camp

c) Notice Boards – RC proposed that a permanent acrylic frameless 2 post lectern with an upstand on the back displaying the name of the site, be installed at a cost of £450. It was agreed to purchase one for “Millennium Orchard”, one for “Camps Copse”.RC and SR to agree the text required. This to be actioned.         R Camp / SR

d) Charity Pasture Land 
Mrs Lomax has reported that Barby Charity are holding £1756. She requested the TLC bank details so that the funds can be transferred. C Hamp to supply them. C H 
It was confirmed that Johnny Evans has paid the rent to Barby Charity. TLC bank details need to be supplied to H&H so that TLC is paid directly.                   C Hamp

Mrs Lomax has been advised that to merge Barby Charity and TLC, the land will need to be conveyed to TLC. It was agreed to ask H&H to arrange this.       P Wright

8. Correspondence

a) Letter from DDC Planning Enforcement Officer stating that the ménage at Woodland Halt did not require planning permission. Trustees concerned over hedge which has been buried by spoil from the ménage.
b) Letter from DACT stating that funding is to be cut. Trustees signed a petition against these cuts which were felt to be unreasonable especially since bus service is being reduced.

c) £300 Barby Cricket Club for a grant towards cost of doors for score box.

f) £80 towards Willoughby Challenge Football tournament June 2012

It was agreed to consider providing a mug or similar memento for village children to commemorate Queens Jubilee at the next meeting.
