Members of the Parish are welcome to attend, and the first 20 minutes of the
meeting will be open for public participation. If you have a concern which you
would like to make the Parish Councillors aware of, then come along and let them
know about it. It may not be possible to provide an answer immediately, but the
matter can be put on the agenda for the following meeting. Parish Council
Meetings are held on the second Monday of each month at 7.30pm and usually
finish by 9.30pm.

Christmas Waste Collections - There will be no collections on Christmas Day
(Monday 25" December), but there will be a collection on Christmas Eve (Sunday

24t December) instead. On New Year 6s Day there wild.l
recycling boxes and food bins.

Black bins will continue to be collected as normal on their fortnightly cycle. Please
make sure you recycle as much as possible. Brown bin collection will be

suspended for two weeks from Christmas Eve until Saturday, 6! January inclusive.
This will enable crews to focus on collecting extra recycling. Brown Bins in Barby

and Onley will next be collected on Monday 15" January. Recycling boxes and

food bins will continue to be collected weekly for all households. Large

cardboard will be collected for two weeks from Christmas Eve. If you have large
cardboard and it wondét fit in your recy
possible and place next to your boxes on your collection day. Please do not place it
inside another cardboard box. Extra recycling can also be put out for collection

over Christmas. If you have more recycling than your boxes can hold, please

continue to sort your items and place them into clear or white bags next to your

boxes (not black or green sacks). Don 6t f or g e tecyclhardangeyob u c a
festive items, including Christmas cards, wrapping paper, sweet tins and drinks

bottles.

Real Christmas trees will be collected on your scheduled brown bin collection day
(w/c Monday, 15 January 2018). Please break it up and put it into your brown bin

or place the tree next to your brown bin or recycling boxes. Alternatively take it to

your local household waste recycling centre. Please note, there are no communal
collection points for real Christmas trees and they are only collected from private
houses not businesses or any other premises.

2018/19 BUDGETS

The County Council is currently consulting on cuts to services including removal
of subsidies for Bus Services. Should this go ahead then Barby will lose its bus
service completely and Onley will lose the County Connect service, and probably
its other bus service (which is run by Warwickshire County council), since
Northants managed to negotiate with Warwickshire on the basis that they supplied
a County Connect service for Willoughby. If the County Connect service is cut,
then Warwickshire are likely to review their services as well. If you want to

The Parish Council has put together its budget for the year starting 1t April 2018.
During the current year the Parish Council has upgraded Barby village play
equipment, converted all the street lighting to LED lamps, and resurfaced Barby
Tennis Court. These big projects have meant that we have drawn heavily on
money that has been accumulated within our reserve funds. The Parish Council is
projected to have spent £56,405 in this financial year ending on 315t March 2018 of
which £11,128 has been taken from reserves.

The estimated spending for next year is £50,819 which includes an extra £2,000 to
replace money that has been allocated towards b a r r i dtsd¢ordéfend the
proposed 1,500 house village at Lodge Farm on the A45.

Some Councillors are concerned that the reserves are not being rebuilt sufficiently
to replenish previous spending or to allow for unforeseen circumstances.
Therefore, the Parish Council will be requesting £5,253 more than last year to be
collected via the Council Tax. This will mean an additional cost of approximately
21p per week for a Band D household.

Details of the proposed 2018/19 Parish Council Budget is shown opposite.
